Community Right to Bid - Asset of Community Value Nomination, The White Hart Inn, 

I am writing to inform you that the nomination of The White Hart Inn, Weston-in-Gordano, to be considered for inclusion in the list of Assets of Community Value has now been assessed. 

On 27 August 2021 North Somerset Council made the decision that the above  asset met the required criteria and it has been accepted for listing as an Asset of Community Value
The property will now be included on the List of Successful Assets of Community Value, which is published on North Somerset Council’s website, and shall remain on the list for five years after which time it will be removed.

Review and / or Appeal against listing - The ‘owner’ (as defined by the Localism Act Part 5 Chapter 3 section 107) can ask the Local Authority to carry out a Listing Review by lodging a formal request (section 92 of the Act applies).  The request must be received within an eight week period from the date of this letter. The notice should provide evidence the ‘owner’ considers appropriate for removing the Asset from the list of Assets of Community Value.  

Should the Listing Review uphold the decision to list the Asset the ‘owner’ can then lodge a formal appeal under The Assets of Community Value (England) Regulations 2012 No. 2421 to the First-Tier Tribunal. 

Restrictions on Disposal of listed assets - The listing will last for a period of five years during which time the ‘owner’, or subsequent ‘owner’ of part or the whole of the Asset, must inform us in writing of any intention to sell the freehold of the property or grant a lease of at least 25 years while the property is listed.  The ‘owner’ must not sell the Asset without giving interested local community groups the opportunity to put a bid together.  There will be a period of moratorium following receipt of any notice of intent to sell from the ‘owner’ during which restrictions on disposal will apply.

Failure to adhere to this process, as set out in section 95(1) of the Localism Act (2011) can lead to any non-compliant disposal being rendered ineffective.
